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Uncontrolled asthma can be defined as 21 of the following:?
Poor symptom control: frequent symptoms or reliever use, activity limited by asthma, night waking due to asthma

Frequent exacerbations (22/year) requiring OCS or serious exacerbations (21/year) requiring hospitalisation

Patients with uncontrolled asthma: Among patients with severe asthma:!
 Often have reduced quality of life3 e ~40% report 24 exacerbations in a year*

* May receive intermittent or chronic OCS, leading to « ~57% may have poor asthma symptom control
adverse events and comorbidities*”’ (according to ACT or ACQ)

* Have increased healthcare resource utilisation,
especially with greater disease severity3’

* Have an increased risk of mortality*
